In Delaware, the state government

is required to provide a general and efficient system of free public schools as defined by the Delaware Constitution and state law. Local governments also provide funds, but the state is required to make sure the total amount of funding is adequate.
Delaware PTA encourages and supports initiatives at all levels of government—local, state and federal —to assure that every school system has sufficient funding to provide every child with an equal opportunity for access to a quality education. That includes sufficient funding for general education, special education and early education supports and services.
